
From primary prevention to intensive interventions, 

the vision of Hibiscus Children’s Center is to identify 

strengths and capacities that are innate in all family 

systems. We work in partnership to build resiliency 

and ensure that children grow up free of abuse with 

the ability to reach their highest potential. 

Tilton Family Children’s Shelter in Jensen Beach is 

an emergency shelter for children ages birth to 12  

who have been removed from their homes due to                           

egregious abuse and neglect.  Children receive                

24-hour awake supervision, medical care,                           

psychological counseling, literacy and educational 

services, in a safe and loving environment.   

The Hibiscus Village provides long-term home                    

environments for youth ages 13 to 17 years.  These 

youth receive nurturing, love, guidance and                        

participate in the Career Pathways to                                

Independence  Program, a positive youth                        

development program that encourages academic 

achievement and career readiness. 

Hibiscus Supporting Families in Crisis (serving St. 

Lucie County only) is a primary prevention program 

for families who seek help voluntarily and has a 99%  

success rate of keeping families out of the child wel-

fare system during and one-year after services.  

Hibiscus Mental Health program provides                            

therapeutic services to the children, youth and their 

families in our core services.  In addition, the                        

program also provides Infant Mental Health                       

Services (for children 0-5 years of age) in our                  

programs; and Specialized Sexual Abuse Counseling 

for child victims, their siblings and non-offending         

parents in all four counties.

To maintain a safe shelter for children who 
are abused, abandoned, and neglected by 
providing prevention, residential,                                
assessment, and recovery programs.                        

Hibiscus Children’s Center also prepares 
our children for their future by                                     
constructing programs so that our children 
acquire an education, attain emotional and 
physical well-being, achieve career                       
readiness, and gain independent living 
skills.
